MINISTRY OPPORTUNITY—ARE YOU CALLED? 
 
For the past 2 1/2 years I have been involved in the 
Community of Hope. This is a new ministry in the 
EDUSC to train and maintain lay pastoral caregivers or 
lay chaplains. The lay chaplains assist the rector by vis-
iting people in hospitals, long term care facilities, 
prison, etc. At present we are limited to visiting parish-
ioners in hospitals and nursing facilities at which I have 
privileges, as lay chaplains should be present in pairs 
(for obvious safety reasons).  I estimate a need for at 
least an additional 2-4 lay chaplains for our parish. 
Training is offered through the diocese upon the recom-
mendation of the rector. The training program is a 14-
week, 42-hour curriculum that begins in September and 
concludes in April. Classes meet every other Saturday 
from 9 AM - 12 noon with a break during Christmas.  
Once coursework is complete, students will be commis-
sioned by the Bishop as Community of Hope chaplains. 
Please contact me if you are interested in learning more 
about this ministry.

Have you checked the Lost and Found?  The 
box is located on the table in the church office 
(near the M & Ms dispenser).  Lots of items are 
accumulating that might belong to you!  Un-
claimed items will be given to Good Will. 
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  Everyone who has been involved with things around the church knows that one of the things that could not be included in the 
new parish hall back in 1991 was extra storage space.  All of the parish groups at the time were afforded some space, but stor-
age was kept to a minimum.  Ever since, things have piled up in the sexton's few storage spaces.   
    That practice has come to a screeching halt this year, for in compliance with the city fire marshal's office, we have had to 
remove all of the large items in storage in the two stairwells in Lumpkin Hall and Jones Hall.  Those areas must be kept clear 
for emergency egress in case of fire.  The Day School director has scrunched up her space to take care of the items in their stair-
well.  Furthermore, Abe Talford has had to clean out his two storerooms so that the large folding tables, the two large casserole 
warmers, and the highchairs that were in the stairwell by the kitchen could be stored in his storerooms.  
    He has had to clean out things that piled up during the eight months we were worshiping in Lumpkin Hall.  But now his 
storerooms are really crowded.  All parish groups need to respect the integrity of those spaces.  No-one may place any item in 
those crowded rooms without the office's knowledge.  Any items placed there without permission will be thrown out, for we 
must maintain clear access to the organ blower room, the fire alarm box, the lighting system controls, and the panels for electric 
and phone service to the church, all of which are in Abe's back storage room.  In order to comply with the representatives from 
the fire marshal's office on their annual inspections, we must run a tight ship.  Thanks for your help.
